« Press the switch unit firmly against the operation unit and slide
the red lever to the locked position (downwards, towards bottom
of the QCC) until it clicks.

« Insert the slotted protrusion of the white lock plate into the red
lever hole and gently press down over the black bar with the 1,2
3 until the lock plate clicks into place.
